1MW ground mounted solar park in Erfurt (Germany)

Ever since our start of production in
August 2009 we are not just a start-up
company any longer — we are more:
during the last six months Masdar PV
has successfully evolved into a new
powerful player within the solar in-
dustry.

So far we have provided our high-tech
thin-film solar modules for a TMW
ground mounted solar park in Erfurt
(Germany), a smaller-size rooftop
installation in Neustadt-Glewe (Ger-
many], and another 300 kW rooftop
installation at our own production fa-
cility in Ichtershausen. Thus, we have
quickly realized first projects that
demonstrate both the power of our
organization and the effectiveness
of our technology. We are therefore
pleased to see how well our modules
are received in the market. Particu-
larly the excellent performance of our
modules combined with our reliability
in terms of product guarantees were
decisive factors for the investment
decision of our customers. The ramp-
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up of the first production facility in
Ichtershausen, Germany, is progres-
sing as scheduled. Our workforce
has grown to 170 employees and the
production of our high-tech solar mo-
dules was extended into a two shift
operation. The modules are produced
with three different nominal peak po-
wers: 85, 90 and 95 Watt (W).

Currently, we are mainly aiming at
the German market but as the mo-
dule output of our German facility
progresses we have already set the
necessary parameters for a distri-
bution into the US-market, Southern
Europe, Asia and the MENA-region.
As our modules perform best at high
outside temperatures and diffuse
light conditions, we feel comfortable
that these markets will swiftly come
to recognize the advantages of our
products. In the medium term we are
aiming to become one of the global
manufacturers of advanced thin-film
photovoltaic products and solutions
and we have started to make our way
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to the top. The strong financial ba-
cking of our mother company Masdar
makes us confident, that we are not
only able to provide excellent techno-
logy but are also an entirely reliable
partner to provide long-standing, 20-
year product guarantees.

MENA-Delegation visits Ichters-
hausen production site

A delegation from the MENA re-
gion has recently travelled to
Germany and has come to visit
Masdar PV 's newly installed high-
tech facility in Ichtershausen close
to Erfurt. They were invited by the
German Ministry of Economy and
Technology which has founded
an export initiative for Renewable
Energies together with the Nah-
und Mittelostverein e.V. (NUMOV).
Visiting the Masdar PV production
was aimed at underlining the co-
operation opportunities. In this
respect, the company is regarded
as a showcase since it belongs to
the Masdar Initiative - which is set
to turn Abu Dhabi into a hub in the
field of renewable energy.

The visit of the delegation high-
lights how important renewable
energy will soon become in the
MENA region. “Fossil resources
are finite! Hence, photovoltaics is
the perfect alternative for coun-
tries with high levels of solar ir-
radiation and local governments
have realized that they need to act
now,” says Dr. Rainer Gegenwart,
CEO of Masdar PV.
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Masdar PV modules are already gracing fields and covering rooftops

October 2009 - The 1 MWp solar
park in Erfurt was the first project
to be set up with Masdar PV’s high-
tech solar modules. In the weeks
before delivery, production at the
Ichtershausen facility had rapidly
progressing to ensure an on-time
supply of the innovative thin-film
solar modules for the installation of
the first solar power plant. As future
operator of the power plant, Beton
Fertigteilbau Erfurt [(BFE] bought
the Masdar PV modules for their
installation. The integration of the
system was undertaken by Deutsche
Solar Werke GmbH (DSW), a Munich
based organization responsible
for the implementation of the
project and the plant maintenance.
Commissioning and connection to
the power grid at the Erfurt location
took place in 2009.

solar modules were installed on a 4
hectare area of BFE 's property. With
this installation, the company is one
of the pioneers in the Federal State
of Thuringia. BFE-Manager Michael
